[] Sponges [ ] TrashBags Roll in W pattern, 3-ft. by 3-ft.
wide, then use horizontal strokes

[ ] Disposable Gloves [] Bucket to fill in unpainted areas.
Painter’s tape should be
removed when paint is fully
dry to minimize peeling.
